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A 15 Day Old Male Neonate with Dribbling

A 15 day old male neonate was referred to emergence room with dribbling. He was term and his birth weight 
was 3 kg. Prenatal ultrasonography done at 35th week of gestation reported a suspicious cystic lesion on left 
kidney with no hydronephrosis. At admission time, physical examination was normal. Ultrasonography of 
urinary system showed mild fullness in right kidney. The second ultrasonography at 2nd month of age 
showed mild fullness in right kidney, (APD=4mm) and the size of RT and left kidney was 42 and 46 mm 
respectively.  Kidneys echo were normal, both of distal ureters were dilated, (7mm diameter). Increase 
bladder wall thickness and fine trabeculation was reported too. Antibiotic for UTI prophylaxis was 
administered. At third ultrasonography there was a cystic lesion with 7mm diameter in corpous cavernosum. 
Voiding cystourethrogram (VCUG) was done. 
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
